Resolution No. 290-2019

RESOLUTION NO. 290-2019 OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BURLINGTON AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING A REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE CITY OF BURLINGTON AND PROPEL OPPORTUNITY FUND, INC.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law,
N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq. as amended and supplemented, (the “Act”) the City has undertaken a
program for the redevelopment of certain property identified as Block 141, Lots 8, 9, 11, 12, 13,
14, 15, 16 and 17 located at the southwest corner of Clarkson Street and Linden Avenue (the
“Redevelopment Property”). The Redevelopment Property is currentty owned by the City of
Burlington. The Redeveloper intends to construct no less than fifty (50) 100% affordable senior
rental units on approximately .699 acres at the Redevelopment Property in a time frame that is
practicable and commercially reasonable (“Redevelopment Project”); and

WHEREAS, the City Common Council of the City has determined that the
redevelopment of the Redevelopment Property will promote job creation and economic
redevelopment within the municipality and the County of Burlington, as well as an attractive
project. The City duly adopted Ordinance No. 03-1998 on July 7, 1998, which designated the
Redevelopment Property as an area n need of redevelopment in accordance with the Act. The
City further duly adopted Ordinance No. 09-2011 on December 21, 2011, adopting the
Redevelopment Plan in accordance with the Act; and

WHEREAS, the City Common Council has been authorized to act as a Redevelopment
Entity to oversee the implementation of such Redevelopment Plan; and

WHEREAS, Redeveloper maintains that it is in the business of owning, maintaining, and
enhancing real property for commercial and other purposes and that it has the financial ability,
experience and expertise to redevelop the Redevelopment Property within a reasonable time
through its team, in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement. The City and Redeveloper
both desire and anticipate that the Redevelopment Project will consist of no less than fifty (50)
100% affordable senior rental units on approximately .699 acres; and

WHEREAS, as a material inducement to the City, the Redeveloper has agreed, among
other things, to: (I) create a project at the Redevelopment Property that is both aesthetically
pleasing and will spark revitalization and substantial nvestment in this area of the City;, (ii)
redevelop the Redevelopment Property in accordance with the Redevelopment Plan; (i)
reimburse the City for costs and fees incurred as set forth in the Redevelopment Agreement; (iv)
make certain representations and warranties as set forth theremn; and (v) tender payment of such
escrow, deposits and payments as set forth therein; and

WHEREAS, to effectuate the purposes of the Act, the City and Redeveloper agree to
enter into a Redevelopment Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “A” m order to further the
Redevelopment Project.



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Common Council of the City
of Burlington, County of Burlington and State of New Jersey that it hereby authorizes and
approves the Redevelopment Agreement between Propel Opportunity Fund, Inc., the
Redeveloper and the City, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor is authorized to execute the
Redevelopment Agreement on behalf of the City and the appropriate City officials are hereby
authorized to take the necessary action in furtherance of the Redevelopment Agreement.

Upon the motion of Councilman Chachis, seconded by Councilman Babula, the foregoing
resolution was adopted by the following roll call vote: AYES: Mr. Babula, Mr. Chachis, Ms.
